Gabby has worked with more 
than 1,000 children over her 11 
years at the Boys & Girls Club 
of Northern Highlands. She has 
watched many of them grow 
from kindergartners into high 
schoolers, meeting countless 
parents along the way.

“For many of these kids, the meal 
here might be the only one they 
get all day,” Gabby says. The 
Club offers before and after 
school care for families who 
need a safe, reliable place for 
their children. It also provides 
full-day programming during 
the summer and holidays.

Days at the Club are filled with 
educational workshops, sports, 
computer labs, art activities, 
and more. Yet the meals and 
snacks, including take-home 
packs for the weekend, are 

often the most essential 
support these kids receive, 
and those meals are possible 
because of your generosity to 
Three Square.

“Three Square’s support is 
invaluable,” Gabby says. 
“Without them, we would not 
know how to feed so many of 
these kids. A lot of them have 
no idea where their next meal is 
coming from. With Three Square, 
it is guaranteed.”
